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Mary Lila Webb is an Alaskan photographer whose work centers on portraiture, narrative, and the
relationship between people and place. Born and raised in Fairbanks, Alaska, she is now based in Palmer,
traveling frequently for assignments while continuing to work throughout her home state.

Webb received her Bachelor of Fine Arts from the University of Alaska Fairbanks in 2019, with
concentrations in Fine Art Photography and Ceramics. During her studies she participated in national
exchange programs at the University of Hawai‘i at Hilo and the University of Utah in Salt Lake City,
experiences that broadened her perspective while deepening her commitment to storytelling through
imagery.

Between 2016 and 2023, Webb lived full time in a camper van with her partner, traveling extensively
throughout Alaska and the United States. She has also spent time abroad in Canada, England, Ireland,
Wales, Denmark, Japan, Spain, Portugal, Italy, Switzerland, and Korea. These experiences have shaped
her understanding of movement, community, and landscape, themes that continue to influence her
photographic work. In 2023, she and her partner began building their own home in Palmer, Alaska- an
endeavor that reflects a desire to create permanence and to engage more deeply with the land and
environment that inform her work.

Her photographic work is rooted in a documentary and photojournalistic approach, emphasizing
observation, authenticity, and narrative without a third party interaction. Webb seeks to create images that
feel honest and unscripted, capturing fleeting moments and subtle human connections. Alongside her
documentary sensibilities, she draws inspiration from commercial and high-fashion editorial imagery in
her personal projects, blending narrative realism with carefully considered visual aesthetics.
